1. Before starting work, familiarize
yourself with the installation procedure
by reading all of the instructions.

2. The exploded view (Figure 1)
provides only general guidance. Refer
to each step and section diagram in
this manual for proper instruction.

3. Throughout this manual, the

left side of the vehicle refers to the
driver’s side, and the right side to the
passenger’s side.

4. Disconnect the negative (ground)
cable from the battery (or batteries, if
there are two) before beginning work.

5. Route and tie wires and hoses a
minimum of 6” away from exhaust
heat, moving parts and sharp
edges. Clearance of 8” or more is
recommended where possible.

6. When raising the vehicle, support it
on properly weight-rated safety stands,
ramps or a commercial

hoist. Follow the manufacturer’s
safety precautions. Take care to
balance the vehicle to prevent it

from slipping or falling.

When using ramps, be sure the front
wheels are centered squarely on the
topsides. When raising the front of the
vehicle, put the transmission in park,

set the parking brake, and block the
rear wheels. When raising the back of
the vehicle, be sure the vehicle is on
level ground and the front wheels are
blocked securely.

7. During installation, keep the work
area clean. Do not allow anything to
be dropped into intake, exhaust, or
lubrication system components while
performing the installation, as foreign
objects will cause immediate engine
damage upon start-up.

3. Disengage factory rear tailpipe
hanger by prying/pressing tailpipe
hanger pin out of rubber isolator, then
loosen factory band clamp at rear of
main (larger) muffler. Tools used: 15
mm socket/wrench, prybar.

4. Remove factory tailpipe/resonator
assembly by sliding out over axle,
towards rear of truck.

5. Disengage the remaining hanger
pin Disengage both factory muffler
hangers, then loosen factory band
clamp at front of muffler. Tools used:
15 mm socket/wrench, prybar.

6. Remove factory muffler assembly
by sliding towards rear of truck.
Factory rubber muffler hanger isolators
can be removed from truck, they will
not be re-used.

2. Once the pipe/ muffler has been
completely engaged in the slip joint,
mark the pipe with a scribe or tape for
reference when tightening the clamps
later in the installation. Mark each slip
joint in this fashion.

7. Loosely install the 3" band clamp
onto the inlet of the Monster Exhaust
intermediate pipe, then install the
intermediate pipe onto the vehicle.
The OE alignment tab on the DPF-
outlet pipe should fully engage the
corresponding notch on the Monster
Exhaust intermediate pipe. See Figure
3. Tools used: 15mm socket

8. Loosely install a 3.5" exhaust clamp
onto the inlet of each Monster Exhaust
Tailpipe, then install the tailpipes onto
the vehicle. Engage the rear Monster
Exhaust tailpipe hanger into the
factory rubber isolator. Tools used:

15 mm socket/wrench, prybar.

9. Loosely install a 3.5" band clamp
onto the inlet of the tailpipe tip, then
install the tip onto the tailpipe. Adjust

the tailpipe joint rotation to align. Slide
the tip in or out to adjust tip extension
past body to preference, and orient
the logos facing upwards.

Tools used: 15mm socket

10. Adjust each of the pipes to
ensure that all of the hanger pins are
parallel with the frame mounted pins
and that the rubber hangers are all
positioned slightly forward. See Figure
4. This allows the hangers to be
properly positioned once the exhaust
reaches operating temperature.

11. with the exhaust positioned
properly, begin to evenly tighten the
clamps starting with the ones closest
to the front of the vehicle and working
your way back. Torque the exhaust
clamps evenly to 35 ft-Ibs. Make sure
that each slip is fully inserted within
Va".

12. Remove the protective covering
from the tailpipe tip.

13. Re-connect the negative battery
cable. Start the engine and listen for
exhaust leaks. Tighten the exhaust
clamps as necessary. Whenever
possible, tack welding slip connections
to prevent disengagement is
recommended.

14. Your system includes two (2)
Banks Power logos designed to
complement the looks of your Ram
truck. Position as shown in Figure 5.

15. The Banks Monster Exhaust
installation is now complete.
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
